SOME FEATURES OF OUR NEW SCHOOL 

One of the newer features of our new high school (in build­
ing) is the wiring for radio service in all of the class rooms to be 
operated from the principal's office. The building is so wired 
that loud speakers may be placed in the rooms and so operated 
that the waves may be sent to any one or more rooms or to all of 
them as desired. 

Likewise each room is wired for docks and a telephone con­
nected with the office with a master clock and a switchboard 
There will also be a system of bells in the rooms for the regulation 
of the time for classes and the opening and closing of school. 

So you see that our new building when finished and ready for 
the school sometime in the spring will be up to date in every re­
spect. Everything needed to save time and energy in the conduct 
and regulation of the school and for education has been provided 
equal to any school in this country. It will be most complete and 
the best adapted building for a school in the county as well as the 
handsomest from an architectural standpoint, solidly built and 
absolutely fireproof, with a play ground of seven acres and "gym" 
connected with shower baths of hot and cold water. 

At first thought the taxpayers, who are paying for the job, 
will look upon the installation of i*adios as an extravagance. We 
did, but it is not so. It is only just abreast of the times and it will 
be considered a necessity in a short time in every fully equipped 
high school and will be found of great benefit and aid in the edu­
cation of the coming generation of school children. Just read the 
editorial we clipped out of the New York Times last Saturday on 
this subject: 

SCHOOLS OF THE AIR 

Of the more than six hundred licensed broadcasting stations, 
seventy-seven are owned and operated by educational institutions. 
In addition, nearly three hundred commercial stations report a week­
ly average of approximately sixty hours of broadcasting, including 
about 13 per cent, classed as educational. Several State Depart­
ments of Education make some use of the radio. Ohio seems to 
have most extensively employed it in formal school work. It has a 
one-hour program for every school day. The program for this week, 
for example, includes instruction in subjects ranging from current 
events to a test in algebra. The teachers are furnished with blanks 
to report attention of the children to the radio lessons and the radio 
teacher's presentation of material, voice, personality, &c. The print­
ed word is used in sending information in advance and test questions 
later. It is a thoroughgoing experiment. 

One of the great broadcasting companies has undertaken a 
more extensive experiment in formal school instruction. On Tues­
day the first program of the American School of the Air was launch­
ed, the Chairman of the Federal Radio Commission making the op­
ening address—fifty broadcasters co-operating—to an estimated au­
dience of 1,500,000 school children. Every Tuesday afternoon in­
struction in history will be given, and on Thursday afternoons in lit­
erature, science and music, in art, nature study and health, The 
total time is only an hour a week, but it will test the efficiency of 
the radio as supplementing the direct work of the teacher. 

WALTER DAMROSCH, whose course in music is reaching 
160,000 school rooms through another broadcasting system, has dem­
onstrated the potentiality of an instrument that carries the talent 
of a master to the aid of the ordinary teacher. His field is one in 
which this may be effectively done, but with the perfecting of the 
art of radio teaching it may be successfully employed in a wide 
range of subjects. It is inevitable that the air will be occupied. 
Can it be made to serve the highest uses of a democracy in the train­
ing of youth ? 

Horse Thieves in Jail. 

The excellent police work last week 
of John W. Towner and Frank Penny, 
of Brewster, for the Mutual Vigilant 
Society of that place, has broken up 
one of the most daring set of horse 
thieves that ever operated in this 
section. The gang had an extended 
field of operation, in New Jersey, 
Dutchess and Putnam counties until 
John Hook and wife of the gang took 
the horse of E. W. Budd, of South­
east. They were followed to Bridge­
port and captured. Seventeen stolen 
horses were then returned to their 
owners. 

Hook and his wife were brought to 
the county jail where both confessed. 
The first night they were kept sepa­
rated and there being no place in the 
jail to confine the woman she was 
placed in the grand jury room with 
Herbert Abel as watchman at the 
door.

Water Filling New Croton Reservoir. 

The new Cornell dam near Croton-
on-Hudson, the largest piece of ma­
sonry in the world except the pyra­
mids of Egypt, is practically com­
plete after ten years of labor at an 
expense of $9,000,000. The flood gates 
were shut down Tuesday and it be­
gan filling with water. It is estimated 
by the engineers that it will require 
two years for the dam to fill and 
make a lake 16, miles long. The old 
dam will then be under 30 feet of wa­
ter.

Children who are suddenly made dependent by the death or 
disability of parents are not so likely now to be adopted haphaz­
ardly by any family in the community or shunted off into a handy 
almshouse. In both count yand state administration an organized 
social welfare service has been growing tremendously during very 
recent years. For this, the forces that fight delinquency, de­
pendency and neglect are thankful. Miss Grace Abbott, Chief of 
The Children's Bureau in Washington, calls the two movements, 
county and state, "the most significant in organized social service 
at the present time." • 

The chaos that once raged around the care of helpless indi­
viduals makes one more appreciative of a new order. Town and 
city "poor houses" harbored adults and children alike, Homes 
were unnecessarily broken up, Inadequate records, or no records, 
were kept of the children's identity or exactly what had been done 
with them. 

Along with our own county there are about 300 other coun­
ties in the United States who have organized their social services 
on a county basis, These counties are in the north, south, east, 
west and middle states, a fact that shows social progress to be na­
tional in scope. A closer co-operation between state departments 
of public welfare and county welfare work is another encouraging 
feature in this field of endeavor, Again Putnam is abreast of the 
-times in this regard with the appointment of Commissioner Dean, 
who brings into the care of the needy an element of sympathy 
and personal contact so sadly lacking previously in Putnam under 
the old system. With it all she has the executive ability and de­
termination to see that the taxpayers are not imposed upon, Be­
side this she maintains a direct communication and touch with the 
guiding hand of the state board of public welfare and they work 
in unison and agreement, 

The people who will hereafter visit the County Home will not 
be made to feel that they are intruding or snooping is the word 
used previously by the former administration. Not only will they 
be welcomed but any constructive criticism will be regarded friend­
ly and given due attention from the Commissioner, Under Mrs., 
Dean there is a new and Improved era in the care of the helpless 
aged and unfortunates of the county,
