New Reservoirs. 

In an elaborate series of reports 
made to Mayor McClellan Tuesday, 
members of the old commission for 
proposed extensions of the city's wa 
ter supply, make recommendations in­
volving the expenditure of more than 
$100,000,000. The reports cover an ad­
ditional water supply in the Catskills 
and the 97 mile aqueduct tunnel to 
bring the water to New York. 

Two new reservoirs in the Croton 
watershed are also recommended, one 
at Cross River and one at Croton 
Falls. These are urged at once in or­
der to prevent a water famine. 

The desirability of large portions 
of the Croton watershed for summer 
residences will cause an increase in 
population and resulting pollution 
which cannot be prevented.
