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DECISION IN WIXOM CASE 
COMING ON MONDAY NEXT 

ACTION BEFORE JUDGE BAILEY 

Testimony Taken in County Farm 
Controversy. Attorney General 

Submits a Brief. 

Considerable interest was shown by 
residents of the county in the action 
before County Judge James W. Bai­
ley in the county court here Monday 
in the case of dispossessing ftus-
aell B. Wixom as keeper of the coun­
ty farm. Mr. Wixom had as his at­
torney, Charles Hopkins, former Sur­
rogate of Dutchess County. 

Judge Bailey took up this action 
promptly at the opening of the court. 
Testimony was given by Supervisors 
Crane and Jennings and by Mrs. Eliza 
W. Dean, public welfare commission­
er. The testimony related to Mr. Wix-
om's refusal to vacate the keeper's 
quarters or to make room for Mrs. 
Dean until such time as he could 
move and the action of superviso:1 b 
discharging him as keeper. Judge 
Hopkins did not cross examine any 
of the witnesses and did not put Mr. 
Wixom on the stand to testify. 

Judge Hopkins in making his sum­
ming up address dwelt entirely upon 
the question of the legality of the con­
t ract which ' the supervisors made 
with 'Mr. Wixom claiming that it 
•was a contract and under the law Mr. 
Wixom had a vested right. He paid 
no attention to the new public wel­
fare law, but speaking at length inti­
mated that politics was involved and 
•was stopped from continuing along 
this line by Judge Bailey upon the 
objection of Willis Ryder, the super­
visors' counsel, wno referred to this 
summing up as a "siuhip speech.' 

Mr. Ryder spoke very briefly in 
summing up and reviewing the acts 
of the supervisors relative to Mr. 
Wixom's employment as keeper, his 
refusal to comply with the board's 
orders, his discharge and the new 
public welfare law which repealed the 
old law under which lie was employ­
ed. The old law passed in Ihiio' was 
offered in evidence. 

Mr. Ryder also requested an oppor­
tuni ty to submit a brief to Judge Rui-
loy and as the Judge said time was 
an important clement in this case he 
would like to receive the briefs by 
Tuesday night and intimated that ho 
would render his decision next Mon­
day. 

I t has since been learned that the 
Attorney General of New York State 
has also submitted a brief as amicus 
curiae in defense of the county and 
action of the board of supervisors on 
behalf of the State Board of Chari­
ties. 

This is the first care of real pub­
lic importance that has como before 
Judge Bailey since ho took office on 
Jan. 1, as there has boon no regular 
tr ial term of the court since that 
date. His decision is being awaited 
with much interest.

A counterclaim 
was entered by Mr. Ladd and the jury 
rendered a verdict in favor of the de­
fendant to whom they awarded 598. 

An inquest was taken in the action 
of Willis E. Squires against David 
Ryan and Edward Ryan in an effort 
to clear a t i t le. 

Monday afternoon the damage suit 
of Rachel Constantino against Camp 
Ganeden was started and continued 
until Tuesday afternoon when the 
jury returned a verdict of $1500 for 
the plaintiff. This action was for in­
juries received as a result of an au­
tomobile accident near Nelsonville in 
July, 192S. Camp Ganeden is a coi\ 

poi-ation Operating u camp in Phii-
ipstown and aii Mto owned by this 
camp was the alleged cmise of the ac­
cident. 

There were two other casus by oili­
er members of the Constantino family 
against Camp Ganeden cited for trial. 
Upon receiving the verdict in the 
first of thes^ three actions, the other 
two were put over the term pending 
their settlement..
