H a t Plates. 
All housekeepers wish the plates tbat are 

to be used for hot meats brought to the table 
bot; but ao much injury is done to tbe plates 
by eraeking the glaxing and making them 
look old sad nuoleaoly, that it ia a grief of 
heart to a careful mistress. We think all this 
may be remedied by never putting plates on 
the Mage, 00 the shelf over the range or in 
the beater to warm. Have boiling water al­
ways in the teakettle when cooking. It to 
constantly being needed. Have a large tin 
pen or small wooden dish-tub ol oee at hand. 

As soon M the dinner to ready to be dish­
ed, pat the plates that will be needed into 
tbe pan or tub and cover them with boiling 
water; when all to ready to be placed 00 tbe 
table take out the plates, wipe them 00 s 
fresh, clean cloth, and they will be placed 
before tbe host ss bot ss he will care to 
handle, and yet not bot enough to barn the 
hands. This prevents all possibility of de­
facing the plates and insures perfectly dean 
dishes, with none of the disagreeable remind­
ers of soapy dish water, which is so repulsive. 
We think that ss great s gain aa to insure the 
safety of the plates. 

And here tot as My a few words more 
About dean dishes. Most girls fed that their 
dishes are perfectly washed if tbey have a 
foaming hot suds to wash them in. "Why, 
mem, there can't be any grease on them !" 

No, Bridget, but which to worse, tbe taste 
of grease on tbe plates the next time they 
oome to table, or the taste of ydlow soap ? 
Half the time the dishes sre not rinsed after 
this hot snds bath, and more than half tbe 
time tha dish-towels are hot changed until 
tbey get quite wet 

There should always be two pans or basins 
—one to wash tbe dishss, soother to rinse 
them in. Waah cleanest tbinga first Pour 
boiling water over them ss soon ss tbe pan is 
full, and wipe while M hot as tbey can be 
handled, with a sweet, olesn, dry dish-towel. 
Pot away, and proceed to waah another tob 
fall. Then, when bested for dinner, with 
boiling bot water, one to sure of sweet plates 
to aat from—a blessing moat devoutly to be 
desired. 

Before filling coffee or tea cups pour hot 
water into them, for no doubt all house-keep­
ers bsve known such a mistake aa to find the 
cups sticky with a little sugar still left in tbe 
bottom after all Bridget's careful washing, 
and possibly some have had tbe mortification 
of fiuding tbe cup adhering to the aauoer 
when lifting it, being held fast by tbe sugar 
dried on to tbe bottom. 

It takes but s moment to pour a little hot 
water into each cup and saucer and empty it 
into tbe slop-bowl, and thia insures perfectly 
sweet snd dean dishes. The same is true of 
tbe tumblers. Iustroot the waitress to pour 
in first a little water to rinse out each tum­
bler before she fills and places them on the 
table, and it will often sa*e muoh mortifica­
tion and incresaes tbe comfort of those at the 
totter.
