It w a s a fearsome craft , a v e r i t a b l e 
a n c i e n t mar iner of a s h i p t h a t w a s 
s i g h t e d b y Capt. Spurring-, of t h e Brit­
ish ^hip Lh-umcraig. d o w n at t h e Horn. 
a f e w m o n t h s a g o . T h e s tory of t h i s 
weird w a n d e r e r of the a n a is. accord­
ing to the San Franc i sco E x a m i n e r , 
brought here by t apt . A t k i n s o n , w h o 
r e c e n t l y arrived by rail to t a k e c h a r g e 
of the Bri t i sh s h i p Goodrich. He s a w 
I apt. Spurr ing at t>ueenstown. and had 
t h e ta l e d irec t from him. 

T h e Druincraig l e f t here s ix m o n t h s 
a g o a n d had a speedy run as far a s

Disbelief in and Opposition to Vaccination 
Manifested by Influential People. 

A b o u t t w e n t y y e a r s a g o there w a s a 
severe ep idemic of s m a l l p o x in E n g l a n d 
a n d America . In recent m o n t h s the j 
d isease has been c a u s i n g a larm in m a n y 
parts of E n g l a n d and Scot land. I 'p t o . 
the midd le of J a n u a r y it w a s prevail­
i n g — t h o u g h in genera l the c a s e s are of 
a mi ld type—in about fifty loca l i t i e s , 
i n c l u d i n g Liverpool . Manchester . Edin­
b u r g h and Glasgow. In the last cit 
th ir ty- four n e w cases occurred w i t h i n 
t e n d a y s prev ious t o t h e report. T h e 
s tory i s a s er ious one at th i s espec ia l 
season of the year . N'o n e w l y i m p n v 
vised h o s p i t a l s c a n be expec ted t o s tay 
the spread of t h e d isease . E n g l a n d 
c o n t e n d s w i t h the pes t at a d i sadvan­
tage . M a n y persons of inf luence do 
not be l ieve in v a c c i n a t i o n , wr i t e against, 
i t a n d oppose it in every w a y t h e y c a n 
T h e o p p o s i t i o n h a s g r o w n g r e a t l y dur­
i n g the l o n g absence of the ep idemic ' 
T h e v a c c i n a t i o n l a w s are pract i ca l ly in 
suspense . In s o m e d i s t r i c t s m a n y chi l ­
dren h a v e n e v e r been vacc inated . E v e n 
where the l e t t e r of the l a w h a s been 
compl i ed w i t h v a c c i n a t i o n h a s b e e n

g r e e s . A u g u s t forty-five. S e p t e m b e r 
forty . October t w e n t y - s e v e n . December 
e l e v e n d e g r e e s b e l o w zero. J a n u a r y 
e i g h t d e g r e e s b e l o w . March t h i r t e e n 
a b o v e a n d J u n o fifty. T h i r t y d e g r e e s 
b e l o w zero w a s the c o l d e s t the wr i t er 
h imse l f had e x p e r i e n c e d at any t ime .

t h e n w a s h e d several t i m e s in w a t e r 
and dried by a lcohol . T h * product 
t h u s prepared is d i sso lved in e t h e r and 
pure a lcohol , and the resu l t is col-
liHlion. s imi lar t o t h a t used in phonog­
raphy. T h i s co l lod ion , w h i c h is s t i cky 
and viscous , is inc losed in a sol id recep­
tac le , furnished w i t h a filter in the 
l o w e r end. 

T h e air pump s e n d s compressed air 
into the receptac le , and by i ts pressure 
the co l lod ion is passed t h r o u g h the fil­
ter, w h i c h r e m o v e s all impur i t i e s and 
f lows in to a tuln- placed hor izonta l ly . 
T h i s tulK' is a r m e d w i t h three h a n d l e d 
cocks , of w h i c h the s p o u t s are made of 
g l a s s and pierced by a smal l hole of the 
d i a m e t e r of the thread of a COCIMHI as 
it is spun l>y tsM si lk worm. The spin­
ner o p e n s the cock, a n d t h e co l l od ion 
i s sues in a thread of e x t r e m e de l i cacy 
(it t a k e s s ix to m a k e a t h r e a d of the 
necessary c o n s i s t e n c e for w c a v i n g i. 
T h i s thread is not . h o w e v e r , fit to In-
rol led on t h e spoo ls by reason of i t s 
v i scos i ty and so f tness ; t h e m a t t e r is as 
y e t co l lod ion and not si lk. 

T o produce the neces sary hardness , 
the i n v e n t o r resorted to a very ingen­
ious but s imple method . T h e l i t t l e 
g l a s s tube a l ready m e n t i o n e d is sur­
rounded by a Miiall reservoir of the 
s a m e mater ia l , c o n s t a n t l y filled w i t h 
w a t e r . W h e n t h e thread i s s u e s from 
t h e a p e r t u r e in t h e m a n n e r d e s c r i b e d 
i t t raverses th i s w a t e r , w h i c h t a k e s u p 
t h e e t h e r a n d a l c o h o l a n d t h e n the col­
l o d i o n b e c o m e s solidif ied; t h a t i s t o 
say , i t is t rans formed i n t o a n e la s t i c 
t h r e a d as r e s i s t i n g and b r i l l i a n t as or­
d inary s i lks . On a c c o u n t of the ma­
t e r i a l s e m p l o y e d the stuff manufac ­
tured w a s found t o be d a n g e r o u s l y in­
f lammable—it or ig ina l c o m b u s t i b i l i t y 
b e i n g a t the a l a r m i n g rate of t w o cen­
t i m e t e r s a second. Mr. Loomis s a v s 
t h a t M. de Chardonnct h a s a p p a r e n t l y 
removed th i s difficulty "by p l u n g i n g 
the spun thread into a so lu t ion of am­
monia , t h u s render ing it as s l o w of 
c o m b u s t i o n a s a n y o ther mater ia l ." 

T h e consul added: "Thi s d i scovery 
s e e m s t o have a g r e a t future. I have 
ta lked w i t h g r e a t men . s i lk merchant s , 
brokers , dyers and m e n w h o manu­
factured silk g o o d s a b o u t the Chardon­
n c t m e t h o d of produc ing raw si lk from 
w o o d , and it la un iversa l ly admit ted 
t h a t the process wi l l e v e n t u a l l y y i e ld 
l arge pract icable and profitable re-
